Wisconsin (WI) Statutes § 182.0175 (1) (b) “Excavation" means any operation in which earth, rock or other material in or on the ground is moved,
removed or otherwise displaced by means of any tools, equipment or explosives and includes grading, trenching, digging, ditching, drilling, augering,
tunneling, scraping, cable or pipe plowing and driving and means any operation by which a structure or mass of material is wrecked, razed, rended, moved
or removed.
